IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
1. Read all of the following safety instructions. 

2. Save these instructions and the user manual for later use. 

3. Always unplug this monitor from the wall outlet before cleaning. Do not use liquid cleaners or aerosol cleaners. Use a damp cloth for cleaning. You can also use special cleaners for LCD monitors.  
4. While connecting this device to a wall outlet, make sure it has proper power specifications. 

5. Depending on the country of purchase the power adapter may have either a 2-prong or a 3-prong grounded plug. The third prong is an important safety feature; do not defeat its purpose. Don’t plug in the device to a non-grounded outlet. If you do not have access to a compatible outlet, have a qualified electrician install one. 

Warning! The grounding plug is an important safety feature. Don’t use a non-grounded outlet as it may possibly result in fire, electric shock, and injury to persons.

Note: The grounding plug also provides protection in case of interference caused by other electrical appliances connected to the same power supply network.

6. Follow all warnings and instructions marked on the case of the device. 

7. Slots and openings in the cabinet are provided for ventilation, to ensure reliable operation of the device, and to protect it from overheating. These openings must not be blocked or covered. The openings should never be blocked by placing the device on a bed, sofa, rug, or other similar surface. This device should never be placed near or over a radiator or heat register. This device should not be placed in a built-in installation unless proper ventilation is provided. This device should be placed vertically on the stand.

Unpacking 
1. LCD PC is delivered in a cardboard box. Be careful while unpacking it. If you see any signs of breakage or some package components are missing consult your dealer.

2. Carefully take all the accessories out of the cardboard box.

3. Carefully take the LCD PC out of the cardboard box, remove the packaging and place the device on a stable horizontal surface.

4. Unpack the accessories.

Setup and start-up
1. Connect the keyboard and mouse to USB ports at the rare of LCD PC (see ‘Rare view’).

2. In case of necessity (and when wireless network is available) connect Wi‑Fi antenna to a corresponding jack at the left of LCD PC.

3. In case of necessity you may also connect a LAN cable.

4. Connect a power adapter to a corresponding jack (see ‘Rare view’).

5. Connect a power adapter to an electric outlet (220V AC) with a help of the provided power cable.

6. Press the ON/OFF button of LCD PC (see ‘Front view’).

Having followed all the mentioned above instructions you will see Windows OS welcome screen.

Rare view 
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1. DC-in (19V 90W).

2. LAN port and 2 USB2.0 ports.

3. IEEE1394 port and 2 USB2.0 ports.

On-Screen Display 
With a help of On-Screen Display menu (OSD) you can change brightness, contrast, color temperature of image and volume level of speakers. The menu is shown on the picture below.
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1. OSD can be loaded with a help of MENU button (see ‘Front view’). At the bottom of the screen you will see the current resolution and refresh rate.

2. With a help of /\ and \/ buttons you can choose a necessary submenu. The submenu is shown in the center of the OSD screen.

3. Use MENU button to select the submenu for modification.

4. Use buttons /\ and \/ to modify the selected value.

5. Press MENU button to save new settings and continue adjustment procedures.

All the performed changes will be saved automatically several seconds after the last changes have been made. The OSD screen will then disappear.

	Adjust the brightness of image.

	Contrast 
	Adjust the contrast of image.

	Clock/ Phase 
	Adjust the clock and phase of the screen image.

	H.Position/V.Position 
	Adjust the position of the display horizontally and vertically.

	Auto Adjust 
	Choose automatically the proper horizontal position and vertical position & size of the screen image.

	Language 
	Select language for the OSD.

	OSD H.Position/ OSD V.Position 
	Adjust the OSD position on the screen.

	Translucent 
	Adjust the OSD transparency.

	Color Temperature 
	Choose different color temperature.

	Reset 
	Reset the screen to the Factory Preset Display Settings.

	Exit 
	Exit the OSD.

	Volume 
	Increase or decrease audio volume.
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
